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Martin Luther (1. 1483-1546) was a German theologian, priest,
monk, and professor at the University at Wittenberg, who began
to question the policies of the Roman Catholic Church at a time
when the Church's authority was absolute. He was not the first
to do so as there had been earlier movements and figures such
as John Wycliffe... and Jan Hus... advocating for church
reform. The Church was able to silence these proto-reformers
but could not do so with Luther owing to his brilliant use of the
printing press, which enabled widespread dissemination of his
views, and his personal power as a speaker and writer.

Luther never initially intended to break with the Church, only to
amend what he saw as abuse and corruption, but when the
Church attempted to silence him, as it had with Hus, he stood
his ground and, supported by peasants and some powerful
nobles, inspired and informed the movement that became
the Protestant Reformation. His speech at Worms (April 18,
1521) is central to the beginning of that movement.
